FORMAT & RUBRIC FOR GROUP PRESENTATIONS

Format must include the following for your group presentation:

· TYPED OUTLINE (1 copy for each student in class)

· BIBLIOGRAPHY ( Include both print and internet sources)

· REVIEW ACTIVITY or ASSESSMENT ACTIVITY FOR CLASS

· PRESENTATION MUST BE AT LEAST 45 MINUTES IN LENGTH (It can be as long as 75 minutes including assessment)
· Must include POWER POINT PRESENTATION

· 15 INFORMATIONAL SLIDES, 10 IMAGE SLIDES

· Make sure to include visuals of INSTITUTIONS, POLITICAL LEADERS, POLITICAL PARTIES, NATIONAL SYMBOLS, and to discuss CURRENT ISSUES.

· Provide classroom instructor with NATIONAL FLAG of country.

Scoring Rubric:

Substance (70 points)
· Presentations is clear, direct, and made understandable to all students

· A minimal amount of prodding is needed from the teacher

· Outside information incorporated to supplement the information in the textbook

· Students are able to provide contemporary political examples to back up assertions about their country

· Students address each aspect of the outline guidelines provided (political legitimacy, social issues, ethnic/regional conflict, political systems and structure, interest groups, etc.)

· Students provide outline for class and assessment activity

· Presentation serves as both an excellent source of information and good review regarding country being presented

Style (30 points)

· Use of power point images as well as “live” visual images to aid students in understanding material presented

· Time requirement met

· Group dynamics and cohesion

· Students display enthusiasm and positive attitude toward the subject at hand; students do more than just “lecture” to get ideas across.
