· Write a 1 to 2 paragraph personal reflection, reaction, and analysis of the chapter. What new perspective did the chapter provide? How did the chapter reinforce or contradict what you previously believed or what was discussed in class? How did the chapter enhance your understanding of the material from the unit?
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
